to Defund the War, Refund Education
L.A. Action Part of Nationwide Protests on War’s 4th Anniversary

Los Angeles, CA – Students from Roosevelt High School will be joining representatives from the American Friends Service Committee (AFSC), Catholic Worker House and others to shut down an Armed Forces Recruitment Station in East Los Angeles on Monday, March 19.  This action is part of a nationwide Declaration of Peace campaign to protest the war on the fourth anniversary of the invasion of Iraq.  More than 120 events will take place in 33 states nationwide.  

Over 3,000 U.S. Soldiers have lost their lives, and opportunities for vital education programs have been drowned by a soaring federal budget deficit.  However, despite overcrowding and the lack of basic teaching materials, the Los Angeles Unified School district pays more than half the cost of local JROTC programs.
